Mr. Camlet said yesterday that
the proceed order has been sent
to the contractors, the Walters
Construction Co., Woodside, N. Y.,
and the units will come from the
Norfolk Army Air. Field, Norfolk,
Va. Considering the work the
Township has to do in regard to
grading and sidewalks and the
•time needed by the contractors to
convert the barracks into living
quarters, Mr. Camlet estimated
that the units would be ready for
occupancy 90 days from date. ••'.

A Teachers Reactions' to Plan No. 3
(The following- letter was re-

ceived this week by the INDE-
PENDENT-LEADER. Due to the
wide-spread interest, pro and con,
in the proposal to'eliminate the
double session at Woodbridge High
School through Plan No. 3, this
letter is published in its entirety
because it gives a teacher's point
of view. At the teacher's request
the name of the author is being:
withheld.—The Editor.)

How about the schoolteacher?
At the Monday night hearing all

groups were heard from except one
—the school teachers of Wood-*
bridge High School, a group that
will also be affected by the pro-
posed changes. In protest against
this short-sighted and undemo-
cratic policy (which,.by the way,
the new board specifically' prom-
ised to remedy, but that was BE-
FORE the last election), this has
been written by one of the faculty

who has sounded out the feelings
of the group and here gives their
views of the entire affair.

First, the whole thing goes deep-
er than Plan No. 3. The vision-of
the brave new world promised by
the new board was shattered
qiuckly and effectively after the
last election when it appointed
what was in effect a new super-
vising principal. Was it the feel-
ing of the new boaH that 'they
wanted only yes-rmen ,or didn't
they think they could reason with
Mr. Nicklas? By the way, what is
Mr. Nicklas' position under the
new setup, and what is Mr. Wer-
lock doing that doesn't 'rightfully
belong in the office of the super-
vising principal? The new board
had cried politics and ousted the
old, but what else except politics
•ŷ as a $4,500 unnecessary job
thrown to the new members' chief,
electioneer? In all fairness to Mr.
Werloek, he's a good -fellow, but

(and here went another of the
i campaign promises—to choose the
best man qualified for the job)—.
20 years of teaching high school
economics and collecting the ath-
letic receipts do not, by any
stretch of the imagination, make
an elementary supervisor. He never
taught a single year in the grades
or knows any of the problems!

Now—having been elected, the
new board members must through
their yes-man show the public that
they are doing something. So they
decide to eliminate the double ses-
sion (a. worthy project) but is so
doing they throw our whole sys-
tem into chaos. This does not
bother them because they are out
to eliminate the two sessions.
Hang trie expense! They will have
created a fantastic mess, but the
double session will have disap-
peared.

What are the objections to the

plan from the teachers' point of
view? Here they are.

1. No teacher wants to be in a
building where there are going to
be conflicts over the question of
who is in charge. The elementary
schools have for years been run
by the principals. You cannot di-
vorce 6 or 3 high school classes,
from the problems of the school
as a whole. Where are the ninth
graders going to eat lunch—off in
a separate corner? Children don't
recognize artificial distinctions.
Keeping the high school students
and the elementary students sepa-
rated sounds fine on paper, but
suppose, for example, a Freshman
hits a seventh grader—(It's been
known to happen)—who is in
charge of the situation? We don't
want to be in a school where au-
thority is divided.

2. We want to keep our educa-
tional standards. Can Mr. Werlock

10-Day Suspension
Ordered for Alamo

WOOPBRIDGE—A plea of nol
contendere, entered by Attorney
Edward S. Patten in behalf of
Michael and John Hohol, prop-
rietors of the Alamo, New Bruns-
wick Avenue, Fords, lessened by
five days a fifteen-day suspension
of the license which was ordered
by the Township Committee Mon-
day night after a nearing. After
considering the charges of sales
to minors, the Township Commit-
tee voted 5-2 for suspension, with
the deduction for the plea. Com-
mitteemen Spencer and Rankin
opposed it, explaining after the
meeting they felt it is too lenient.

The suspension however does
not become effective until August
26, at 2 A. M., and remains in
force until the same hour Sep-
tember 6.

This delay was another conces-
sion to Mr. Patten's plea, in that
he had asked the committee to
defer any punitive action it might
take until present contracts have
been fulfilled. He stated that such
establishments always operate at
a loss at this time of the year and
claimed that such a loss as would
be incurred by closing now, with
contracts.still in effect, would be
unbearable, and undeserved by the
proprietors of a place operated on
high standards.

Mr. Patten explained that his
choice of nor contendere as a plea
was based on- its meaning . . "We
can't defend ourselves." He said
that while all waitresses employed
by the Messrs^ Hohol denied hav-
ing served the drinks in question,
to three young girls who accom-
panied four men, all over twenty
one, into the place after a dance,
it was possible some one of the
waitresses had done so. He said
further that if this were the case
the action was entirely against
the practice of the Alamo, and
cited its owners as being especially
vigilant in keeping minors away,
and cited that during the war,
when service men frequented it,
no such trouble arose!

He said the complaint came
from the father of an eighteen
year old girl, but that this com-
plaint failed to prove by. its state-
ments that any of the minor girls
in questions had ordered the li-
quor were present when it was
ordered or it was served. He said
the statements from the girls
involved set forth they were ab-
sent from the table when the
liquor was ordered and served,
and they drank it on their return.
He continued to say that the
statements of the girls agreed
theyvhad taken the drinks, but
did not prove they were alcohol.

When Zaccaro was admitted to
the jail last Thursday he was
morose and uncommunicative. He
was given the usual bath and jail
attire and then walked into his
cell, stretched out on his cot where
he -remained throughout the day.
He refused to eat or talk to other
inmates. However, on Friday, the
prisoner became more communica-
tive and ate his meals. :'. .

After almost a week of searching
by local and county police, Zac-
caro was arrested in the Comet
Hotel, Newark, by detectives who
found the alleged murder gun un- j
der a pillow. The Linden man is
alleged to have confessed that he
killed Mrs. Scuttieri after a lov-
ers' quarrel and had intended to
commit suicide but lost his nerve.

I Coulci Appeal

Lowery's threat, it could appeal
to the Commissioner of Education
and the State Board of Education
for a reversal of Dr. Lowery's de-
cision.

The hearing Monday was opened
by Andrew A. Aaroe who intro-
duced Stephen K. Werlock, super-
visor of. elementary education,

.whp explained Plan No. 3 which
he authored. Then William Ben-
son, Harold Van Ness, Leo Farley
and Edwin Casey spoke in favor
of the plan. Leon Plichta, the fifth
member of the Board who voted
in favor of tentatively adopting
the plan, did not speak.

Speaking against the proposal
were Maurice P. Dunigan, veteran
member of the board and former
president, who was greeted, with
applause, Dr. Seymour Deber, Jo-
seph McAndrews and Mr. Aaroe.

It is not the boai-d who pays
the bil], it is not you people who
pay the bill; it is the child -who
goes to school who eventually pays
the bill. I think it's time these
people stopped meeting in groups
in private homes and clubs."

Pointing at the board members
Mr. Ferry continued:

"I wish you would stop it before
you injure the students. I'd throw
Plan 3 out of the window. It's no
good. If I were you people (turn-
ing to the audience) I'd rise up
against it."

Urges Cooperation
He then advocated that Uie

people force the two factions on
the board to cooperate and make
plans for a new high school.

Mr. Ferry's suggestion was
greeted with a storm of applause
and from then on the theme of
the meeting appeared to be the

i necessity of building a new high
I school.
