VET INSUItANCE
Reinstatement of National Ser-

vice Life Insurance policies by
veterans are t barely keeping pace
With new lapses, despite the eight-
month reinstatement campaign of
the eVterans Administration. Some
900,000 World War II veterans
have reinstated lapsed policies,
worth $5,500,000,000, since last
February, according to the V.A.
However, about the same number
of additional veterans have al-
lowed similar policies to lapse
upon discharge from the nrmed
services. The result is thnt there
still are betwren 9,000.000 and
10,000,000 lapsed policies, totaling
$100,000,000,000.
